e This means that if these locations have been used on previous export declarations, these
will be rejected on submission from 6 July and all parties should ensure they are

including the correct location codes.

New Al Codes have been added for use when claiming Excise Duty Relief for alcohol that has been
denatured to UK standards.

When importing denatured alcohol, one of the following Al codes should be declared in DE 2/2:
e CDAUK for Completely Denatured Alcohol
e |IDAUK for Industrial Denatured Alcohol
e TDAUK for Trade-Specific Denatured Alcohol

These Al Codes can only be used with the following excise duty type codes (DE 4/3) and National
Additional Codes (DE 6/17):

e Tax type 315 and National Additional Code X315

e Tax type 325 and National Additional Code X325

e Tax type 335 and National Additional Code X335

e Tax type 345 and National Additional Code X345

Using any other excise tax type code or National Additional Code with these APCs will lead to the
declaration being rejected.
